PUTTING IT TOGETHER (1993/99) and SONDHEIM ON SONDHEIM (2010).
He composed the scores of the films "Stavisky" (1974) and "Reds" (1981) and
songs for "Dick Tracy" (1990) and the television production "Evening Primrose"
(1966). His collected lyrics with attendant essays have been published in two
volumes: "Finishing the Hat" (2010) and "Look, I Made A Hat" (2011). In 2010
Broadway's Henry Miller's Theatre was renamed The Stephen Sondheim Theatre
in his honour; in 2019, London's Queens Theatre was also renamed the
Sondheim.
